1. Select the desired input to program one of the following features:

» Function » Pattern » Brightness » Color » Zone(s)

2. Once all inputs have been selected to the desired functions, select “Program
Device.” Once successfully programmed, it is advisable to "Save Program” and
set aside. This will allow you to reload the configuration file for any requirements
by selecting “Open Program” to load.

3. Download Program is a feature that allows the user to extract any saved
configuration file previously programmed on the Q Link.

4. Active Input - This is a playback option to allow the end user to review what
was programmed for verification before installation. The requirement is to have
Q Series light modules powered and link via serial wires to the Q Link.

4. Grab a supplied magnet and wave over the light module that is intended to be
zoned. It will turn white. Repeat this process for the remaining zones.

5. Once the zoning has been complete, remove 12V+ from Input 28 (Zone

Programming Wire) and power cycle the Q Link.
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
